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School Uniform Policy  

September  2009
At Regina Coeli we believe that it is the small things that contribute to the successful attitudes and ethos that we have.  Pride in our appearance says a great deal about our school. We expect all our pupils to adhere to our uniform policy, wear their uniform with pride and take care of it.  
Labelling

ALL your child’s clothes must be labelled clearly including socks, PE kit and bags.  Please check termly and be aware even indelible markers wash out eventually. 

Hair
Hair must be a suitable conventional style. The use of hair gel or mousse, or any colouring is not permitted.  Long hair must be completely tied back.  Please note that scrunchies or hairbands etc. must be in school colours – brown or dark green. No further ornamentation is permitted.  Coloured braids & nail varnish must be removed after the weekend.  
Jewellery
The wearing of jewellery in school is not allowed.  This includes chains and medals.  The exception to this is a small cross, to be worn underneath the shirt.  Earrings are not allowed.  Please make sure that if you wish to have your child’s ears pierced it is done at the beginning of the summer holidays.  Watches are permitted.
Coats

Must be brown or dark green, and in a warm and practical style.   These must be in school every day - even if it is sunny in the morning.  The British weather is unpredictable, and every wet & windy day we have a few children without proper outside attire.  School fleeces are an acceptable outer layer in the summer months, but are not a replacement for either a proper coat or a school jumper.
Hats, Gloves and Scarves

If you require your child to wear these, they must be practical and in school colours i.e. green or brown in winter, plain green or white in summer.  Summer baseball caps are allowed.  
PE Kit
PE Kit should be in school every day.  All should bring their PE Kit in on a Monday and should bring home their kit on a Friday for washing.  

PE Kit KS1 White shorts, white t shirt and plimsolls (no socks) inside & outside.
PE Kit KS2 Green shorts, yellow t shirt and bare feet inside, trainers and white socks outside.   Trainers must be in school every day, and not taken home.  In addition, KS2 children must have a school tracksuit, and these should be worn on top of the shorts and t shirt.   

PE kit must be in a suitable string pull shoebag – green or brown and labelled.  
Swimming:  Yr 4, 5 & 6:  Navy blue or black swimming costume or trunks.  Note that pupils from across Key Stage 2 are sometimes selected to swim in galas, in which case they will need the same.  
Shirts
Please keep school shirts tucked in by encouraging your child at the beginning and end of the day.  

Socks 

Grey socks for boys.  Green or brown tights for girls, or brown socks.   In summer girls must wear white socks with summer dresses.  

Shoes

Shoes (NOT BOOTS) should be black or brown and should have flat heels.  If your child is not wearing their school shoes they should have a letter, signed & dated by you explaining the reason why.  Please ensure that your children are introduced to the idea of shoe polish – apart from anything else it makes their shoes last longer!  Please see item on sandals below.
Bags
KS1 – book bag available via the school

KS2 – medium sized (not large) black or dark blue school bag.

Summer Uniform

In the Summer Term and the first part of the Autumn Term you have the option to send your children to school in summer uniform.  Please remember that girls must wear the summer dress with appropriate sandals (ones that have a closed toe and heel – see picture below) and white socks.  Boys may wear short grey trousers and a buttoned aertex shirt and grey socks.  Sensible sandals are also permissible.  Both should have their jumpers or cardigans in school as well as a sensible coat.
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Sensible hats are permissible on the playground to help avoid the sunshine. Baseball caps are permitted.  Hats must be plain green or white.   Sunglasses are not permitted without a letter from a doctor or the parent giving a medical explanation.  We are not permitted to administer sun lotion, so please do this at home if necessary.  There are always shady areas where children can sit on sunny days.
